


C. The chairman shall preside at all meetings, call the meetings, and represent the
BSBAC at all meetings. The chairman will brief the RTC every six months to
report the Committee’s progress.

D. In the event that the chairman is unavailable to perform these duties, the vice-
chairman shall act in the place of the chairman.

184 MEETINGS
A. Meetings of the BSBAC will be scheduled bi-monthly, but a special meeting may
be called as directed by the:
1. RTC of Southern Nevada (RTC) or its Director
3. &
472. Chairman
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B. The presence of 1/3 of the membership shall constitute the Committee's quorum.

C. The BSBAC shall follow a prepared agenda, subject to a publicly posted notice of
public meeting as required by the Nevada State law. Items for discussion or
action at a BSBAC meeting must be submitted to the General Manager at least 12
working days prior to the meeting date for approval. The General Manager may
waive the 12 day requirement in accordance with his authority pursuant to the
RTC Administrative Procedures for Agenda Processing. The recommendations of
the BSBAC on each item that comes before it will be forwarded to the RTC.

D. No meeting of the BSBAC shall last more than one hour and thirty minutes except
by vote of a majority of those Committee members attending the meeting.
