10 Tips for Better Air

Poor air quality threatens the Las Vegas Valley year-round, and pollution not only affects human health but also economic prosperity and the environment.  Here are 10 things we can all do to help keep pollution levels down, and create a healthier region for everyone: 

1. Drive less!  Try carpooling, vanpooling, transit, walking or biking to work.

2. Combine errands into one trip, or consider walking or biking to the store.  More than 25 percent of trips made in the U.S. are less than one mile in length!

3. On the weekend, consider using one of the region’s transit systems to get to your destination. 

4. Eat in.  Bring a brown bag lunch instead of heading out.

5. Limit idling at schools and other places.  Avoid the drive thru. 

6. Conserve electricity: set A/C to your highest comfort level and use compact fluorescent light bulbs.

7. At work, turn off computers, lights and other office equipment when not in use.
8. Fuel up your vehicle after 6 p.m. and don’t top off your tank.  Escaping fumes add to pollution.

9. Drive on properly inflated tires and observe the speed limit for better mileage.

10. In the market for a new or used car?  Consider a hybrid vehicle, or visit www.FuelEconomy.gov to find the most fuel efficient vehicle in the class you’re considering.

Make Carpooling Work for You

If you’re ready to get started sharing the ride, these helpful tips can make the transition easy:

Get acquainted
Meet your potential carpool partners.  Plan a face-to-face meeting with them prior to committing to carpool to determine if you are a good match.

Schedule driving responsibilities

Decide how many days per week you will carpool and who is going to drive on those days.  It may be a good idea to put the schedule in writing and provide a copy to all carpool members.

Determine how driving expenses will be reimbursed
If the responsibility of driving is not going to be shared, determine how costs will be shared and agree on payment dates.

Enjoy a surprise-free ride
Set some ground rules.  Decide whether things like smoking, eating and/or drinking will be allowed.  Also determine what types of music are acceptable.

Plan ahead – Determine your route and schedule
Designate places to meet for both morning and after-work pick-ups.  Check to see if HOV lanes are close to your route, then take advantage of the easier traffic flow.  Allow extra time when driving in bad weather.

Be on time 
Establish a time limit for how long to wait if a member of the carpool is late, and develop a procedure for notification if you are going to be late or will not be going to work.

Have an alternate plan
If the driver will not be going to work on his or her designated day, decide on an alternate driver so that the carpool will not be interrupted.  Remember to give advance notice of vacation or scheduled overtime as well.

Be courteous and careful
Drivers should keep their vehicles clean, in safe condition, maintain a safe speed, and remember that others are in the vehicle.
